Road Bond Proposal on November 8th Ballot

On the Tuesday, November 8th
ballot Provo voters will have the
opportunity to vote on City
Proposition Number 1. Proposition
Number 1 is a road bond. The
specific language reads “Shall the City
of Provo, Utah, be authorized to issue
general obligation bonds in an amount
not to exceed Six Million Five Hundred
Thousand Dollars ($6,500,000) payable
and due in no more than 11 years...for
the purpose of costs of construction,
reconstruction and rehabilitation of
roads within the City, including overlays
and other road improvements...”

If voters pass the bond what is the
impact on taxpayers?

There will be no increase in taxes if
the bond is passed. Taxes will
remain level. The $6.5 million will be
generated by extending the terms for
repayment on an existing road bond
passed by voters in 1995.

In Provo’s September Update an
article stated that the road bond
would be for $5 million — now the
information says $6.5 million—
which number is correct?

The $6.5 million figure represents
the maximum amount of bonds that
could be issued under Proposition 1.
Although the City expects that the
actual amount of bonds to be issued
will be between $5 million and $5.8
million, the higher amount provides
flexibility in the event of changes in
the bond market. In no case will
property taxes increase if voters
approve the bond.

What road projects would bond
money be used for?

The emphasis would be on repair
and re-paving neighbor roads with
some arterial collectors included.

How will neighborhood roads be
prioritized for repair?

City roads are evaluated on 6 major
signs of distress: ruts, cracking,
potholes, poor drainage, trenching
and roughness of surface. Roads will
be prioritized for repair based on the
type and degree of distress evident
during on-site inspections of road
sections by city engineers.

Can Road Bond funds be spent in
other areas?

If Provo voters approve a road bond,
the bond monies can only be used
for the purpose stated in the bond
election—the construction, recon-
struction and rehabilitation of roads
within the City.

The bad news: The National Fire Protection Association
(NFPA) has documented through its research a signifi-
cant increase in home candle fires.

effectively serves to remind us all of the simple actions we

can take to stay safer from fire during Fire Prevention Week
(October 8 — 15) and year-round.

Provo's first responders are dedicated to reducing the
occurrence of home fires and home fire injuries through
prevention and public education. Each candle fire that is
prevented in Provo is an opportunity to prevent painful
injury and costly property damage.

Fire Prevention Week was established to commemorate the Great Chicago Fire,
the tragic 1871 conflagration that killed more than 250 people, left 100,000 home-
less, destroyed more than 17,400 structures and burned more than 2,000 acres.

The fire began on October 8, but continued into and did most of its damage on
October 9, 1871. According to popular legend; the fire broke out after a cow -
belonging to Mrs. Catherine O'Leary - kicked over a lamp, setting first the barn,
then the whole city on fire.
