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2005Provo Municipal Elections

The City of Provo will hold a non-par-
tisan general election on November 
8, 2005, to elect a mayor and three (3) 
councilmembers.  Each will serve a 
four-year term.  Councilmembers will 
be elected from Council Districts 2, 5 
and City-Wide District 1.

If more than two candidates file for an 
office, a primary election will be held on 
October 4, 2005.

Absent-Voter Ballot: Application for 
absentee ballots may be requested at 
the Office of the City Recorder at 351 
West Center 3-4 weeks before the Pri-
mary Election and 2-3 weeks before the 

General Election.  Applications can be 
received no later than 20 days before 
the election for overseas mailings, 
no later than the Friday before the 
election if absent-voter ballot is to be 
mailed within the United States and 
no later than the Monday before the 
election for in-person absent voting 
at 351 West Center.  Completed and 
mailed absentee ballot must be post-
marked before election day.

Road Bond Proposal Would Repair Provo Roads
Without Tax Increase

When Provo voters go to the polls on 
Tuesday, November 8th, one of the 
important issues on the ballot will be 
whether or not voters will support a 
$5 million Road Bond to repair and re-
pave neighborhood roads and arterial 
collectors within the City.   If voters 
approve the bond the improvement 
projects would be completed within 
the next three to five years.  The road 
improvements would be city-wide.

What will the impact be on taxpay-
ers?
No increase in property tax will result 
if voters pass the Road Bond.   The $5 
million dollars will be generated by 
extending the terms for repayment on 
existing road bonds.

Will collector and arterial roads have 
a higher priority than neighborhood 
roads?
No.  The last time Provo voters passed 
a Road Bond was in 1995.  At that time 
a large number of arterial and collector 
roads were in need of attention.  Those 
projects were identified and success-
fully completed.  If Provo voters pass 
the bond this year the emphasis will be 
on neighborhood roads.  There will be 
a few arterial/collector projects but the 
priority this time will be on the repair 
and repaving of roads in neighbor-
hoods.

How will neighborhood roads be pri-
oritized for repair?
This past spring the city engineer and 
his staff evaluated every section of road 

in the city.  The roads were evaluated 
on the basis of 6 major signs of dis-
tress: cracking, ruts, potholes, poor 
drainage, trenching and roughness of 
surface.  Road sections are prioritized 
for repair based on the type and de-
gree of distress that is evident during 
an on-site inspection.  The repairs that 
would be funded by the road bond 
are city-wide.   

Can Road Bond funds be used for 
purposes other than road repair and 
repaving?
No.  The funds from a Road Bond ap-
proved by voters can only be used for 
the purpose stated in the bond elec-
tion — the repair and repaving of city 
roads.
